We are sorry that you have to have a 

catheter following your day-case operation, 

and we hope that this will just be a short-

term, temporary problem for you.

You should have received a booklet 

entitled: ‘Your community health catheter 

passport’, which explains all about 

catheters, how to look after them, and 

what to do if there is a problem.

We will arrange for you to have an 

appointment to have the catheter 

removed – this is called ‘trial without 

catheter’, or ‘TWOC’.
